SCAFFOLDING SAFETY 

Scaffolding is one of the most dangerous areas on any site.  Are you trained to avoid accidents and injury?

Number: 1910.28 • Title: Safety requirements for scaffolding.
1. INTRODUCTION
Where work cannot be safely carried on the ground or from the part of a building or permanent structure, Scaffold, ladder or other means of support shall be provided and properly maintained. 
2. RESPONSIBILITY
Each Supervisor/ Forman is responsible for each place at which his men are working is safe and that it remains safe as long as his man work there. Also he is responsible that every man working under his control has a safe working place and a safe means of getting to and from every work place.    

3. SCAFFOLD USERS SAFETY CHECK LIST 
A check list assists the user of a Scaffold which is on the reverse side of the Green & Yellow Scaffold Tags. It is entirely the responsibility of each user to read the Pre-use Safety Inspection Check List. If the user is unable to read, his Supervisor/ Forman must read before sending his workers on a Scaffold.      
4. SCAFFOLD ERECTING  
· The erection of a Scaffold depends on good design, good materials and careful work ship. Your responsibility is to follow safe work practice and use necessary Personnel Protection Equipment when using Scaffold or during erection and dismantling Scaffold.  
· All Scaffolds shall be erected, dismantled, altered under Supervisions of Saudi Aramco Certified Scaffold Supervisor. Only trained and experienced Scaffold Craftsmen is allowed to erect, alter and dismantle Scaffold.

· Erector must barricade the area below to protect the employees from direct bump of falling material and place sign “DANGER SCAFFOLD UNDER ERECTION KEEP OUT” 
5. ALTERATION
· Only Scaffold Craftsmen under the direct supervision of Saudi Aramco certified Scaffold Supervisor are permitted to alter or repair any part of an existing Scaffold including guardrail and planks.

· The altered Scaffold shall be re-inspected by a Scaffold Supervisor (and Scaffold Inspector if required). New Green or Yellow Tag shall be signed and securely attached to the Scaffold prior to re-use.

· Neither the Scaffold Supervisor nor any other employee of the Scaffold Erector is authorized to make any Scaffold alteration which is unsafe even if requested by Saudi Aramco personnel.              
6. TYPE OF INSPECTION TAGS 
·   Red Scaffold Tag:-

Indicate that the scaffold has not been inspected or is not safe for use (by anyone other than Scaffold Craftsman). The Red Scaffold Tag is also a holder into which either Green or Yellow Tags are inserted or to be place as applicable.
·   Green Scaffold Tag:-

 
This tag indicates that the Scaffold is complete, has been inspected and is safe for use.
·   Yellow Scaffold Tag:-
This tag indicates that the Scaffold has been inspected and is to be used only by the worker wearing a properly anchored personal fall arrest system, including Full Body Harness, Shock Observer and Lanyard. A Yellow Scaffold Tag is required whenever all guard rails or planks cannot be physically installed     

7. SCAFFOLD TAG INSPECTION
· Any Scaffold which height is 6 meters (20 feet) or less when erection has been completed shall be immediately inspected by Scaffold Supervisor and Tag shall be signed.

· Any Scaffold which height is over 6 meters (20 feet) and special Scaffold when erection been completed shall be immediately inspected by Scaffold Supervisor and sign the Tag. Also the Scaffold Inspector (Who is not Scaffold Supervisor for that Scaffold) has to complete his inspection as soon as possible after the Scaffold Supervisor completes his inspection and signs the Tag.   
· After 2 weeks each Scaffold shall be re-inspected by a Scaffold Supervisor and Scaffold Inspector if required.  
8. WHEN WORKING ON SCAFFOLD 
· Do not use makeshift scaffolds such as planks laid across barrels or concrete blocks.
· To ascend or descend provide a ladder. Ladder shall extend 36 to 42 inches above the landing for mounting and dismounting. Do not climb on scaffold supports.

· While ascending or descending ladder both hands shall be free to grip the Ladder properly. Always carry tools in pockets (not sharp tools) or special belt provided. Your shoes must be clear from grease, oil and mud, worn-out shoes shall not be worn. 
· Do not exceed the recommended load limit for a Scaffold. Do not use a Scaffold for storing material or tools. Remove these items at the end of each work shift.

· Keep the Scaffold platform free of debris and tools which can cause tripping injuries.

· If Scaffolding is erected over building, entrance and exit or pedestrian walkways, fix protective screen to the toe board, mid rail and top rail for protection against tools and materials falling of the scaffold and striking person below.

· Take care not to strike Scaffold with vehicle or materials.

· Place barricade and warning signs to warn people working below.
· Do not drop or throw tools and materials from the Scaffolding. Use a hand line with a bucket or canvas bag.

· Be aware of the danger of falling objects when working near Scaffold. Always wear a hard hat.

· Personnel shall not be on any Scaffold or other temporary elevated work areas during sandstorm or high wind more than 65 kph (40 mph)

· Be aware of the overhead hazard such as electrical lines. If you are not aware talk to your supervisor.   
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
